PROPER TREE PLANTING

PROPER TREE STAKING

3 times the size
of the root ball

Dig hole the same
size as the root ball
and compact soil

Mulch

2“ x 8’ pressure treated
stakes driven at least 12”

outside of root ball
- position perpendicular

to wind

Tree planted 10% above grade
with root crown exposed

Use poly tubing and tree wire
- tubing should not be tight

around the trunk of tree
- tubing should be 3 - 4

times diameter of trunk
At least 3 drip emitters

near root ball
depending on size

of tree

Loosen the soil on either side
of the hole to encourage
proper root growth
